1. Change the location to anywhere in the Northern Hemisphere. 
Location: ​Anywhere above Equator 

 
a) Name four constellations that you can see. 

Examples:​ ​Leo the Lion​, ​Leo Minor​, ​Auriga​, ​Virgo the Maiden​, ​Gemini the Twins​, 
Draco​, ​Hydra​, ​Crater​, ​Corvus​, ​etc...
